SUD Notes
     The most frequent question I have been getting
during October is “Is it too late to add any more
girls?”
     The answer:  NO!!!  It’s never too late to add a
girl to your troop!  A troop can add girls at any
time.  The October 1st deadline is simply the end of
the Girl Scout year and the beginning of a new one.
Registration is an on-going process.
      The Council has introduced a program called
“Add A Member” to emphasize that new members
are welcome at any time.  The program provides a
free “Add-A-Member 2004" patch to any girl who
recruits a new member between November 17th and
April 1st. The program also provides patches to
each girl in the troop if the troop adds three girls
between November 17th and April 1st.  
      To be eligible for the 2004 patch, the troop
must be an existing troop registered for the 2003-
2004 membership year with a minimum of 8
members prior to adding the members that qualify
the troop for the Add-A-Member patch.  The
registration paperwork on the new members AND
the Add-A-Member patch order form must be
submitted at the same time to me and I will submit
the form to our Regional Manager.
     And a gentle reminder: PLEASE do not submit
new registrations directly to Council!  All reg-
istrations, transfers, etc. come directly to Diane! ˜
