On a different note . . . ld@’s talk abou Booth Sales
safety and courtesy. As this weekkwas the first
weekend for booth sales, | had a chande observe the
“selling techniques” for everal different troops around
the area. Some bservationand remindergthat even
applied to my 7" graders — appaently they s never
too old for a gentle remimler!)

P Do not block the door ofthe store that is allowing
you to selll There’s a findrle between “catching the
traffic” and “getting in the way”. Make sure you err on
the side of courtesy to thaare and its customers.

p If the store has made an error or unwittingly
“double-booked” troops, either agree to share #hspot
or ask for another time. kep it simpleand don't get
angry — it won'’t help, it's not the ther troop’s fault, and
you don’t wan to antagonke the store mnagement.

p If people ndicate that hey have alredy purchased
cookies, THANK THEM, even if they didrBuy from
you!

p Some folks are just grazhy. Smile anyway — those
are the ones that need a smile the most.

p Safety first! Accepting checks, espeltyafrom
strangers, is not recommended. Do notlav a girl to
carry a customer’s cookies alone to their car — an adult
should accanpany her.

P Make friendly eye contact with atustomers and
potential customers. Girl shdd avoid chattering
among themselves when a potential custer is nearby
(hard, for some chatterboxes!) When girare at the
booth, they ae working— remind them how annoying it




is when salesclerks in stores keep talking to their co-
workers andgnoring someme who is giing them
money!

P In the same ®in, do not overstaff youbooth. A
large group of girls clugered around a booth can be
very intimidating. Try to have nmore than 3 or 4

girls working at any oneiime.

p MAKE SURE GIRLS WEAR THEIR UNIFORM - and
that goes for adults, too! Sales go up when girls are in
uniform! Set a good example. Remember, you are
considered “in uniform” ifyou are wearing your Girl
Scout pin.

p It's considered gracious to offer the store a free box
of cookies — some will detie, but other will put the
box in their break room for all the employees to enjoy
(and yes, some managers just keep the box for
themselves!) Be sure the girls tera thank you note
after their sale! If possible, slip in a copy of a photo of
the girls at the booth sale, especially if you were able
to get the manager in the picture. Thoseeathe kinds
of photos that get put up on biletin boards!
