Camp High Harbour 


Every year, Dunwoody Girl Scouts are offered the unique privilege of spending one of two weekends at YMCA Camp High Harbour on Lake Burton, near Clayton, GA.  Approximately 200 Dunwoody Girl Scouts and their leaders attend each weekend.  Girls must be at least in the 2nd grade to attend.  

NOTE: For safety reasons, specific event dates will not be published here but will be referred to as Session I and Session II. 

Cost -- $90 per person (girl or adult) 

Here are the steps you as a leader need to take to attend High Harbour. 

JANUARY 
Make your troop's reservation at the January Service Unit Meeting: 

1. Give a $90 check, payable to the Dunwoody Service Unit, to High Harbour Financial Coordinator Tara Fattal or Event Coordinator Patti Kish   
High Harbour is a first come, first served opportunity.  The camp has a limited capacity, so those who sign up and pay the deposit on time have priority.
2. Sign the registration form and write what session you will attend, your troop's number, GS level, leader name(s), and number of girls and adults attending.

FEBRUARY-MARCH 

1. Access and file a "Troop Trip Application" with the Girl Scouts of Greater Atlanta.  You can fax, email or snail mail.  You are required to file this form and receive confirmation of its acceptance. 

2. Talk to your troop about activities and rank their preferences.


APRIL 
At April Service Unit Meeting: 

1. Payment is due in full (for all girls and adults).  Give check, payable to the Dunwoody Service Unit, to Tara Fattal or Patti Kish. 

2. Turn in completed Activity Preference form to Patti Kish. 

3. Notify Patti Kish you have filed Troop Trip Application with Girl Scouts of Greater Atlanta, and received acceptance.
