
DRIVER & VEHICILE/INSURANCE LOG
Dear Leader:

Please fill out a new log each year and keep it current for the entire Girl Scout year.  Keep it with all your important Girl Scout files, as you will be asked to show it to your Service Unit Director when requesting her signature on the Application for Troop/Group Trip or Activity Form.

Please refer to the most current edition of Safety-Wise for information concerning public & private transportation.  Before any trip be sure to read the entire chapter 5, “Planning Trips with Girl Scouts”, and any other appropriate “Activity Checkpoints.”  Copy and use the Pledge Cards on pages 55 & 56 of Safety-Wise.  You should also refer to council publications that list guidelines and procedures that are specific to our council.  Ask your Service Unit Director for a copy.

All vehicles MUST be covered by public liability and property damage liability insurance policy.  Privately owned vehicles must have at least the minimum required by the state of Georgia.  Any questions regarding liability and medical coverage of individuals who are passengers in your personal vehicles, or vehicles that you rent, should be directed to your personal auto insurance carrier.  If you rent any vehicle you are responsible for providing insurance coverage for the vehicle.  Please be sure to reference the Council Guide for Volunteers for important information regarding rental of vehicles.
Important note about Chartered Vehicles:
A chartered vehicle is any vehicle that you rent, lease, or borrow (as from a church, or school, etc.) which also provides the driver.  The council provides a list of “pre-approved” charter bus companies.  Contact your service unit director for a current list.  Failure to contact the council office prior to signing contracts could result in a reduction of additional liability insurance that may be available.
