Troops that meet the following guidelines will receive a Girl Scouts of Greater Atlanta 
Troop flag.  The flag can be used in parades, during bridging and recognition  
ceremonies. (one flag per troop).   

 

To qualify for the troop incentive you only have to complete 3 easy steps! 
1.    Submit your troop’s registration by the May 28th  deadline 
2. Register a minimum of 8 girls and one to two adults for Daisy, Brownie or Junior troops;  

5 girls if a Cadette, Senior or Ambassador troop)  
3. Turn in Annual Fund contributions from at least 8 families (5 if Cadette, Senior or Ambassador troop) 

WHY REGISTER YOUR TROOP IN THE SPRING? 
 Replace your legacy council flag.  You will receive a new troop flag with Girls Scouts of Greater 

Atlanta imprinted. 
 Looking toward the 100th Anniversary in 2012,  GSUSA will issue a new logo in spring of 2010 to 

carry us forward into the 2nd century of Girl Scouting.  
 Be the 1st troop in your Service Unit to have the new flag. 
 By signing the troop up now, girls and parents can go ahead and plan for troop activities in the fall. 
 Troop proceeds from the Girl Scout Cookie Program or troop treasury can be used to pay for girls’ registration fees.  

You can carry on Juliette Gordon Low’s idea of troops being self-sustaining and the parents 
will appreciate the good financial stewardship. 
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
