High Harbour – Girl Scout Training Requirements

What follows here are the training requirements each troop must fulfill before attending High Harbour.
Remember, each troop must send a minimum of two adults with their girls.  Do not “switch out” adults during the weekend ... this is not permitted by the YMCA or Girl Scouts.

Training requirements:
· One adult must be a “First Aider”.  This person must take any First Aid and CPR class offered by Girl Scouts or the Red Cross, or a certification class for their job (such as a nurse, doctor, teacher or healthcare professional).

· Another parent should be the “Camping” parent and must take two “Camping Training” classes offered by Girl Scouts. (NOTE: The same person is NOT supposed to be the First Aider AND the Camping parent.)  These two required classes are:
1. "Trips & Overnights" (an online class)
2. "Outdoors and S'mores" (instructor-led course teaching adults how to build campfires – something that cannot be done "virtually").

· All adults attending must complete a "Volunteer Application".  A background check is included in this process.  (All leaders should have already completed this process when registering as a leader.)
· If an adult has never taken a Girl Scout training class – before taking any of these classes mentioned above – they must take the "Online Volunteer Orientation" class.  (Taking this class will trigger you to create a login account and register for other classes.)
